Shopping Options

The existing satellite shop in the Museum’s North Building and the new 3,300-square-foot
Museum Shop in the Hamilton Building emphasize high design and feature an extensive array of
custom products inspired by art from the Museum’s world-class collection and Libeskind’s
innovative architecture. The Museum Shop carries custom products from national and
international artists and has expanded its offerings from regional artists. Original glass sculptures
from Ellinwood Studios and Denver’s Blake Street Glass Studio are available for sale, as well as
stunning glasswork and prints from acclaimed artist Dale Chihuly, known locally for his
chandeliers at Denver’s Ellie Caulkins Opera House.

A beautiful new line of gold and silver jewelry inspired by gold weights from the Museum’s African
collection is also offered. Many African cultures used gold as a medium of trade exchange; the
figurative brass weights featured in the DAM collection were used by these groups to balance the
scale when weighing the gold. “We hope the Museum Shop will be the place to go when you're
looking for something unique. We have many items that aren’t available anywhere else in town,
including a great range of art and collection-related products,” says Janet Meredith, DAM Director
of Marketing.
